2009 — 2010 Chairperson’s Message

Your Fokus Council has had a few difficult challenges to deal with this past year. Tight budgets
and shrinking Council attendance has placed pressure on each Fokus Unit to participate and
make their views known so that all Fokus tenants can continue to enjoy their homes and services
in the years ahead.

As | outlined in last year’s report Fokus and Ten Ten operate under a partnership/autonomy
model. This framework is a single management structure that can offer both partners the ability
to discuss and share in a mutual decision making process that allows both organizations to grow
and work together in a semi autonomous relationship. The partnership and autonomy was called
into question this past year when financial pressures resulted in a decision making process with
Fokus as a reluctant participant. The outcome has been a less than desired change in the way
staff supervision is performed at each Fokus Unit. A number of tenants expressed concern with
the change and change process. The second financial issue the Fokus Council and the
organization have been very concerned about is the increase in the use of income protection.
Fokus will be monitoring both these situations in order to determine what impact there may be to
tenants living at each Fokus location and whether further changes may be necessary.

In some ways Fokus has been too successful with the shared service model up to the point that
many Fokus tenants have not seen a need to be as involved in the management and governance
of their personal support services as they should be. Fokus Council identified this as an
emerging problem about three years ago and began working to try and change this situation.
Remember the slogan “not about us without us”. At this year’s Fokus Council elections in May
we were pleased to see that we will have a full slate of council members and officers for the
coming year. We trust this renewed interest will continue to grow.
